Karen Niemi, Principal and Executive Team Member at Mulvanny G2Architecture (Portland office) presented "You Raised Us, Now Manage Us# which
discussed the challenges of multiple generations within the workplace and how design can help recruit top talent as well as help in the collaboration
between the various generations. Some of the initial concerns for designing with these issues in mind revolve around the current economic
conditions. It is 10 times more likely that your employees are looking to leave your company once the economy improves.
